CRSA Soccer Standout Goes Pro
Russell signs contract with Vancouver Whitecaps

Drew Russell, a long-time player with the Cedar River Soccer
Association (CRSA) and a junior at Mount Vernon High School,
recently signed a two-year professional soccer contract with the
Vancouver Whitecaps in British Columbia, Canada. Russell, age
17, is the first American to sign on with the Whitecap'’s
Residency Team.

“This is an incredible opportunity for Drew—a real dream come

true,” said Shaun Howe, director of coaching for CRSA. “He is a

shining example to area youth soccer players that dedication and
hard work coupled with professional training and parental support can yield incredible outcomes.
All of us at CRSA are very proud of him and wish him well.”

Russell joined the Vancouver Whitecaps FC full-time Residency Program in January 2008. The
residency program provides elite youth soccer players with a development gateway to
professional opportunities with the USL Whitecaps Men's team and with European clubs. Russell
officially signed with the Whitecap’s Team on March 7, 2008.

The Vancouver Whitecaps team includes 11 national Canadian players, one Jamaican national
captain, and two European players. The team is competing in the international Dallas Cup Super
Group U19 Division March 16-23, 2008, facing teams from Portugal giant Benefica, Mexico
Chivas- Guadalajara, and Germany Eintracht- Frankfurt. In May, the Whitecaps will travel to play
in Germany and return over the summer to play in the Premier Development League.

Whitecap players train daily under the guidance of managing director and head coach Thomas
Niendorf. Coach Niendorf is a European coaching specialist who holds a DFB (German Soccer
Federation) professional coaching license, and maintains an extensive network of contacts in
Europe.

“Too often young players are not prepared for the challenges of a professional career. Through
the Whitecaps professional club environment we can prepare these players mentally, physically
and socially for a career in Europe or here with the Whitecaps,” said Niendorf.
